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EDITORIAL NOTE

For almost three decades, we have had the responsibility and hon-
our of editing Teorema, a journal founded by PROFESSOR MANUEL
GARRIDO (1925-2015) at the University of Valencia in 1971 which has
had an important influence on the renewal and development of philoso-
phy in Spain since the last quarter of the twentieth century.

Teorema’s “first voyage” (1971-1985), to adapt Plato’s metaphor, was
undoubtedly brilliant, although seen from today's perspective, it may ap-
pear somewhat chaotic. It is not true, as is often somewhat casually stat-
ed, that this period was dominated by analytical philosophy. Perhaps
such a perception was the result of the fact that analytical philosophy
then was the centre of attention because of its novelty. In fact, this was a
period in which analytical philosophy, Marxism and phenomenology co-
existed without losing sight of one other; moreover, it was a period when
important contributions in such hitherto under-explored fields as math-
ematical logic, the philosophy of language and mind, artificial intelli-
gence, or the philosophy of the natural and social sciences began to be
made known to us. It is still surprising today that, amidst the economic
hardship and political circumstances of the time, the first editor of Teoremza
was able to organize workshops attended by such significant philosophers
as Noam Chomsky, Donald Davidson, Jurgen Habermas, Friedrich von
Hayek, Karl R. Popper, Hilary Putnam, Willard O. Quine, John R. Searle,
P. F. Strawson, Georg H. von Wright, amongst others, many of whom
became members of the editorial board of the journal.

Almost thirty years ago, and after a decade-long unsolicited inter-
ruption, the philosophical public was presented with what was to be-
come Teorema’s “second voyage” (1996-2024). By then, the perception
that the Spanish philosophical scene was mostly occupied by disputes
between “analytical philosophers” and “dialecticians” had already been
left behind (or, at least, had somewhat weakened). It was a time when
philosophical postmodernism was at its peak, which authors such as
Lyotard and his associates considered to be the result of having put an
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end to the so-called “metanarratives” believed by them to be the main
characteristic of modernity.

During the present period now nearing its end, Teoremza has consol-
idated its standing in the philosophical panorama, not only in Spain, but
also further afield. In 1996, our presentation of the second voyage stated
that the contents of Teorema aspired to “achieve results that, far from be-
ing arbitrarily personal, yet without any scientific ambitions, allow for
objective and rational discussion.” Our belief is that the attainment of
these objectives continues to be an undisputable goal.

With such objectives clearly in sight, we have endeavoured to promote
professionalization and internationalization in the running of Teorema, with
the result that the journal is now included in some of the most important
bibliographic data bases and accredited rankings of academic journals;
for example, the Arts and Humanities Citation Index, Current Contents
©/ Arts and Humanities, SCOPUS, JSTOR, SJR, to name but a few. In addi-
tion, since 2011, Teorema has been recognized as a journal of excellence
by the Spanish Foundation for Science and Technology (FECYT). The
process of internationalization is also reflected in the origin of the arti-
cles published by Teorema (in recent years up to 70% have been submit-
ted by non-Spanish authors) and in the increasingly popular choice of
English as the language in which articles are written, including those con-
tributions by Spanish authors and authors from the rest of Latin America.

A notable characteristic of this period has been the publication of
more than twenty-five special issues, devoted to canonical authors (Des-
cartes, Kant), contemporary classics (Kripke, Grice, McDowell, Sosa),
topics of widespread current interest (the extended mind, fiction, exper-
imental philosophy) or relevant anniversaries (the centenaries of “On
Denoting” or the Tractatus). Likewise, several symposia have targeted
important books published by contemporary philosophers, and in addi-
tion the Teorema essay prize for young scholars was established more than ten
years ago. It has been a great satisfaction for us that some of the prize
winners have gone on to careers in prestigious universities.

During all these years, we have had the selfless assistance of an ex-
cellent editorial board made up of the best of the international philo-
sophical scene, as well as a number of guest editors, prize judges and
reviewers. Our most sincere thanks go to all of them.

We would also like to express our deeply felt gratitude to the Oviedo
publishing house KRK, in particular its director Benito Garcia Notriega,
without whose help and support this second voyage would not have
been possible. In addition, Victor Santamaria Navarro, who has offered
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his expertise in publishing the tables of contents over the years; José Ig-
nacio Echevarria Rodriguez, who designed the journal’s website many
years ago; and finally, the staff at the Humanities Library of the Universi-
ty of Oviedo, who have always been willing to upload the contents of Te-
orema to our website.

As the second voyage ends, the third begins. In keeping with its
foundational remit, Teorema will continue to be managed independent of
large publishing corporations, both those well established in our western
surroundings and those pushing hard to do business from other corners
of the world. Our best wishes are conveyed to the team of colleagues
who will be at the helm going forward.

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NOTA EDITORIAL

Desde hace casi tres décadas hemos tenido la responsabilidad y el
honor de dirigit Teorema, una revista fundada en 1971 en la Universidad
de Valencia por el PROF. MANUEL GARRIDO (1925-2015), que ha ejerci-
do una importante influencia en la renovacién y el desarrollo de la filoso-
tia en Espafia a partir del altimo cuarto del pasado siglo.

La “primera navegacion” de Teorema (1971-1985), para utilizar la
metafora de Platén, fue sin duda brillante, aunque, vista desde la pers-
pectiva actual, parezca un tanto cadtica. No es cierto, como suele afir-
marse un poco a la ligera, que dicho petiodo estuviera dominado por la
filosofia analitica. Quizés esa percepcion se deba a que la filosoffa analiti-
ca era entonces el centro de atencién por ser la novedad. En realidad, fue
esta una época en la que convivieron, sin perderse de vista, la filosoffa
analitica con el marxismo o con la fenomenologfa y en la que empezaron
a darse a conocer entre nosotros importantes aportaciones en campos
hasta entonces poco cultivados como la l6gica matematica, la filosofia
del lenguaje y de la mente, la inteligencia artificial o la filosoffa de las
ciencias naturales y sociales. Todavia sorprende hoy que, en medio de la
penuria y las circunstancias politicas de este periodo, el primer director
de Teorema fuera capaz de organizar reuniones y seminarios con partici-
pacién de filésofos de la talla de Noam Chomsky, Donald Davidson,
Jurgen Habermas, Friedrich von Hayek, Karl R. Popper, Hilary Putnam,
Willard O. Quine, John R. Searle, P. F. Strawson, Georg H. von Wright y
algunos mas, muchos de los cuales pasaron a formar parte del consejo
editorial de la revista.

Hace casi 30 afios, y después de una no deseada interrupcién de
una década, se presentaba ante el publico filoséfico lo que iba a ser la
“segunda navegacién” (1996-2024) de Teorema. Por aquel entonces ya
habia quedado atras (o, por lo menos, se habia debilitado un tanto) la
percepcion de que el escenario filoséfico espafiol estaba mayormente
ocupado por las disputas entre “analiticos” y “dialécticos”. Es la época
en la que estaba en su maximo esplendor el posnodernismo filosdfico, que au-
tores como Lyotard y asociados consideraban el resultado de haber dado
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término a las llamadas “metanarrativas”, consideradas entonces como la
principal caracteristica de la modernidad.

En esta etapa, que llega hasta hoy dia, puede decirse que Teorerma es
una revista consolidada en el panorama filoséfico, no solo espanol, sino
también general. Deciamos en nuestra presentacion de la revista en 1996
que los contenidos de Teorema aspiraban a “alcanzar resultados que, lejos
de ser arbitrariamente personales, permitan, sin prurito cientificista al-
guno, una discusién objetiva y racional”. Seguimos pensando que el lo-
gro de esos objetivos continta siendo una meta ineludible.

Al servicio de dichos objetivos, hemos fomentado la internacionaliza-
cion y profesionalizacion de la gestion de Teorema, reconocidas por la inclu-
siéon de la revista en las mds importantes fuentes bibliograficas y en
acreditados rankings de revistas académicas como, por ejemplo, Arts and
Humanities Citation Index, Current Contents ©/Arts and Humanities,
SCOPUS, JSTOR, §JR, entre otros. Ademas, desde el afio 2011, Teorema
se reconoce como revista de excelencia por la agencia estatal FECYT.

La internacionalizacién tiene, a su vez, un reflejo en la procedencia de
los articulos que publica Teorema (en los ultimos afios hasta el 70% son
enviados por autores no espafioles) y en la elecciéon cada vez mas mayori-
taria del inglés como lengua vehicular, también por los autores espafioles
y del resto de Iberoamérica.

Una particular caracteristica de este periodo ha sido el promover la
publicacién de mas de veinticinco nimeros monograficos, como los de-
dicados a autores candnicos (Descartes, Kant), a clasicos contempora-
neos (Kripke, Grice, McDowell, Sosa), a temas de actualidad (la mente
extendida, la ficcion, la filosofia experimental) o a relevantes efemérides
(los centenarios de On Denoting o el Tractatus). Asimismo, hemos organi-
zado simposios sobre importantes libros publicados por filésofos con-
temporaneos e instaurado hace mas de diez afios el Premio de ensayo
Teorema para jovenes noveles. Ha sido para nosotros una satisfaccion el per-
cibir que algunos de los ganadores del premio hayan hecho carrera en
universidades prestigiosas.

Durante todos estos afios, hemos contado con la ayuda desintere-
sada de un excelente consejo editorial formado por lo mas granado del
panorama filoséfico internacional, amén de directores invitados y reviso-
res. A todos ellos va nuestro mas sincero agradecimiento.

Queremos mostrar también nuestra profunda gratitud a la editorial
ovetense KRK| en particular a su director Benito Garcfa Noriega, sin cu-
ya ayuda y apoyo esta segunda navegaciéon no hubiera sido posible, y a
los jueces que han venido fallando anualmente el premio Teorema. Victor
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Santamarfa Navarro nos ha prestado su ayuda para publicar regularmente
durante todos estos afios los indices de Teoremza y José Ignacio Echeverria
Rodriguez disefid, hace ya muchos afios, nuestra pagina web. Finalmente,
el personal de la biblioteca de Humanidades de la Universidad de Oviedo
ha estado siempre dispuesto a cargar los contenidos de Teorema en nues-
tra pagina web. A todos ellos, muchisimas gracias.

Sin solucién de continuidad, terminada la segunda navegacién, co-
mienza la tercera. Fiel a su espiritu fundacional, Teorema seguira gestio-
nandose al margen de las grandes corporaciones editoriales, tanto las
bien establecidas en nuestro entorno occidental como las que pujan con
fuerza desde otros rincones del mundo. Nuestros mejores deseos para
los que ahora cogen el timon.
